TASTING NOTES
Bright and effusive, this wine opens with vibrant aromas of red cherry and 

cranberry, intertwined with subtle hints of dried herbs and baking spices. On 

the palate, this complexity continues with a harmonious blend of red fruit 

�avors, framed by round tannins. The mid-palate is pleasing and well-struc-

tured, leading to a long, fruit-driven �nish.

PAIRINGS
Enjoy with a grilled beef steak, aged cheeses, mushroom dishes, or dark 

chocolate desserts to enhance its rich, complex �avors.
