WINEMAKING

Grapes were delicately hand picked, destemmed and fermented on the 
skins for three weeks before being aged for 18 months in New 
American Oak.

TASTING NOTES

Aromas of ripe black cherry and dried herbs unfold alongside layers of 
espresso and mocha. On the palate, the wine is polished and 
structured, showcasing fine-grained tannins, concentrated dark �uit, 
and a savory richness that carries through to a long, satisfying finish.

PAIRINGS

This bold Red Mountain Cabernet Sauvignon pairs perfectly with 
grilled ribeye, braised short ribs, or duck with cherry reduction. Aged 
cheeses like Gouda or Parmesan enhance its tannins, while mushroom 
risotto or grilled eggplant bring out its earthy depth.
